Dear friends,

On October 10 to 18 2008 The International Readers’ conference, with Vladimir Nikolaevich Megre, was held at the Belconti Hotel in Belek, Turkey. The conference was attended by representatives from many countries around the globe including: Australia, Barbados, Belarus, Bulgaria, Canada, Cyprus, Germany, Georgia, Greece, Hungary, Iraq, Ireland, Latvia, Lithuania, Portugal, Romania, Russia, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, United Kingdom, Ukraine and the United States .

Two meetings were held with Vladimir Megre where important questions were discussed and significant tasks for the conference participants were established. 

The main focus of the conference was the global economic crisis and the foundation of a new International Organisation that will offer solutions to the multiple crises we face in the coming years. A sample letter was presented for public discussion. It was prepared as a message from an inhabitant of a Kin’s Domain addressing the United Nations. 

The idea of establishing an International Organisation for the implementation of multiple Kin’s Domains’ programmes, in many nations world wide, was offered as the only feasible solution to the current global economic crisis. Mr. Megre invited everybody to participate in the creation of this new Organisation. The suggestion was welcomed by all conference participants and work on the new Organisation began.

On 15th of October a meeting was held, where an Organizing Committee was elected. The mission of the committee is as follows:

1) To create the Organisation’s structure, including necessary legal documents like statutes etc...
2) To register the International Organisation.

3) To organize an International Conference where the board of the newly formed Organisation and other officials (according to the statutes) will be elected.

4) Support the preparation of the document for the United Nations. 

It was decided that the Committee has the rights to create the team for fulfilling the tasks described above. The mandate of the committee will last until the registration of the Organisation and election of the board.
The first nominations for the Organising Committee were, the Chairman of the Committee and Secretary, they in their turn, nominated the Public Relations Specialist.

On the 16th of October two meetings, led by the Organising Committee were held, and a decision was made to register the Organisation as soon as possible, but within one year (not later than 16.10.2009). There was a suggestion that the Organisation should be registered by the Day of Earth (23. 07. 2009).

The committee started to work on the formulation of goals for the Organisation’s statutes, and the criteria for becoming a member. Work has begun on the translation of documents for the United Nations Organisation. They will be released for public discussion, as soon as possible, on the home page of the Organisation that is currently being created. The question about funding is still open. Your suggestions about the Organisation’s will be appreciated. 

It was suggested that the Organisation be named The International Ringing Cedars Association.
Reports of progress will be sent out to every organisation that expresses an interest in co-operation, and published in www.anastasia.ru as well as on the Committee’s home page.
